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Dear Member
I am sure you will be aware that Defra has set a target to abate mercury from 50% of the cremations carried out in the UK.  Defra’s 50% target is calculated using the number of cremations carried out at each site during 2003 and will commence on 1 January 2013.
A survey of the sector overwhelmingly rejected the current 2003 target baseline in favour of one based on the most up to date statistical information available.  This information is currently provided by the annual survey of the sector carried out by the Federation of Burial and Cremation Authorities.

The result of the survey has been sent to Defra, who have indicated a willingness to consider amending the current 2003 target baseline. However, before doing so it is important that we ascertain how far the sector has progressed towards achieving this target.

To determine the level of abatement which will be achieved by 2013 this additional survey of the sector is being conducted and the resulting details will be provided to Defra.
