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Environmental Surcharge/Tmac value 2014
The Environmental Surcharge, which relates to mercury abatement, has been reviewed for 2014. 

The surcharge reflects the additional capital and revenue costs relating to the introduction and operation of mercury abatement plant. The figure is used as the basis for the environmental surcharge and the cost of a Tradable mercury abated cremation (Tmac) for trading purposes. 

The surcharge takes into account a number of factors, including the capital costs associated with civil works and the purchase of equipment, the revenue costs relating to servicing, maintenance, electricity and reagent. 
The Environmental Surcharge/Tmac value is reviewed annually in November to reflect the latest increase in the Retail Price Index (RPI). The Office of National Statistics announced that the RPI inflation rose to 2.6% during October. As a result, and including the running cost of the trading scheme, the Tmac value will be £50.52p from the 1st January 2014.
